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1) Introductory Remarks

I have been studying the organizations of the “Armored and Motorized Infantry“ units 

of the German Army in World War II since the early 1980’s.  This started with my interest 

in the units included in the War Games: PanzerBlitz and Panzer Leader.  

Since many of early war K.St.N of the German Army were lost due to allied bombing, 

my main interest has been in recreating the organization charts of the (gepanzert (gp) and 

motorisiert (mot)) Schützenregiments, of the early war period.  

Over the last 30 years, I have collected information from the U.S. National Archives, 

the Imperial War Museum in England, and the Bundesarchiv in Germany.  I have over 200 

microfilm copies of the German Army records that I obtained 2 or 3 at a time. 

This is the seventh Booklets I have produced covering the Schützen and Infanterie 

Regiment organizations of the German early war Panzer and Motorized Infantry Divisions.  

NOTE: The German Army called the infantry units in the Panzer Divisions “Schützen”, 

whereas they called the infantry units in Motorized Infantry Divisions “Infanterie”. 

This booklet will cover the “Schützen” Brigades K.St.N” of 1937 to early 1939.  Although 

many of the K.St.N.’s  issued during this period of the war have been found, many have 

not.  These K.St.N’s were used (with the changes noted in the issues of Allgemeine Heer-

esmitteilungen) until the major reorganization after the French Campaign in late 1940.   

Of all the German Army Organizations I have researched, these K.St.N.’s  are some of the 

easiest to recreate because a great deal of information can be found in the German records. 

Using existing K.St.N.’s existing strength reports and other good data sources I have been 

able to recreate excellent estimates of these early war K.St.N.’s.

German Early Panzer Divisions Organization Strengths 

Below are charts showing the proposed organizational strengths of each of the 
Panzer Divisions at the beginning of the war  (based on K.St.N.’s issued in 1937 and 

1938). 

These K.St.N. do not include the changes published by  “Allegemeinine Heersmit-

teilungen” in 1937, 1938 and 1939. 

I believe that “Besondere Anlage 2A zum Mob. Plan (Heer), contained an error 
in the personnel strength of K.St.N. 1197 in the 1st and 5th Panzer Divisions.  The original 

K.St.N. for this unit contained an organization for both the German Panzer and the 
Leichte Divisions.  The personal listings for the 1st and 5th Panzer used the Leichte Divi-

sion totals where the weapons and vehicles listing were for the Panzer Divisions.  The 
personnel totals listed in the charts are based on a correction of this error.  
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4) The K.St.N.’s of the Schützenbrigade

a) 54  - Stab einer Schützenbrigade
The organizational data for this unit was found in the German docu-

ments: “Besondere Anlage 2A zum Mob. Plan (Heer), and Besondere Anlage 6 
zum Mob. Plan (Heer)”.  These documents are found on (microfilm) T78 Roll 
424.   Frame 394689 lists personal and vehicles totals, Frame 394737 lists 

weapon totals, Frame 393989 has a list of individual vehicles for this unit.  .  
Existing K.St.N 54 Datum 1.2.41 was used as a guide for recreating this 
K.St.N.   Because the totals of personnel, vehicles and weapons are correct, 

an excellent recreation was possible. 

b) 1104  - Stab eines Schützenregiments (mot)
The organizational data for this unit was found in T315 Roll 259 Frame 

143.  A detailed breakdown of this unit is also shown on T78 Roll 659 frame 
570 with adjustment made by subtracting personal added from “Al-
legemeinine Heersmitteilungen 1939 & 1940.  A list of actual vehicles used in 

this unit was also found in “Besondere Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 
Roll 424 frame 393989).   

c) 1108  - Stab eines Schützenbataillons (mot), Stab eines Kradrad- 
               schützenbataillons (im Rgts. Verband)   

  This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this unit. 

d) 1109  - Stab eines Kradradschützenbataillons(nicht im Rgts. Verband)
  This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this unit. 

e) 1111   - Kradradschützenkompane
 This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Kompanie. 

f) 1111a - Kradradschützenkompane a
  This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Kompanie. 

g) 1114   - Schütz. Kp. b (mot)
The organizational data for this unit was found in T315 Roll 259 Frame 

143.  This lists the totals of personal weapons and vehicles for the entire com-

pany and for a single platoon.  A detailed breakdown of this Kompanie is also 
shown on T78, Roll 659 frame 577. Roll 659 data must be used  with adjust-
ment made by subtracting personal added from “Allegemeinine Heersmittei-

lungen 1939 & 1940.  A list of actual vehicles used in this unit was also 
found in “Besondere Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 Roll 424 frame 

393990).  German Manual D 644/1 was also used recreate this K.St.N.. 
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h) 1115   - Schützenkompanie c (mot)
The total strengths of this company was determined by subtracting the 

total strengths of the 5th Panzer Division 1939 Schützenbataillon (mot) (with 2 

K.St,N. 1115’s and 1 K.St.N. 1111a) from the 1939 Schützenabteilung of the 
2nd Leichte Division (with 3 K.St,N. 1115’s) and adding the difference to the 
know strength of K.St.N. 1111a.  Similar German unit data was then used to 

recreate this Kompanie. German Manual D 644/1 was also used recreate this 
K.St.N.. 

i) 1116 - Maschinenwehrkompanie b (mot)
The total strength of this company was determined by taking the total 

strength of the 1939 Schützenbataillons (mot) shown in Besondere Anlage 2A 
zum Mob. Plan (Heer) and subtracting the known strength of the other units 
within the Battalion.  A detailed breakdown of this Kompanie is also shown 

on T78, Roll 659 frame 578.  Roll 659 data was used with adjustment made 
by subtracting personal added from “Allegemeinine Heersmitteilungen 1939 & 
1940.  A list of actual vehicles used in this unit was also found in “Besondere 

Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 Roll 424 frame 393990). German Man-
ual D 644/2 was also used recreate this K.St.N.. 

j) 1118 - Kradradmaschinenwehrkompanie
The organizational strength data listed in T78 Roll 659 frame 568 

shows a detailed layout for this unit.  Roll 659 data was used with adjust-
ment made by subtracting personal added from “Allegemeinine Heersmittei-
lungen 1939 & 1940.  A list of actual vehicles used in this unit was also 

found in “Besondere Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 Roll 424 frame 
393991).  

k) 1121 – (T.E.) Führer einer Schweren Kompanie (mot)
This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this unit. 

l) 1122 – (T.E.) Panzerabwehrzug (zu 3 Geschützen) (mot Z)
This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Zug. 

m)1123 - (T.E.) Kraftfahrkampftruppen-Geschützen(zu 2
leichten Infanteriegeschützen (mot-Z) 

This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Zug. 

n) 1124 - (T.E.) Kraftfahr-PionierZug (mot)
This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Zug. 
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o) 1126 - (T.E.) Kraft-Granatwerfernzug (zu 6 schweren
 Granatwerfern) (mot)

This is a copy of an original K.St.N. of this Zug. 

p) 1197  - Nachrichtenzug (mot) des Stabes eines Schutzen -
Regiments (mot) 

Data on T78 Roll 851 page 405 shows a detailed layout for this unit.  
This data was used with adjustment made by subtracting personal added 
from “Allegemeinine Heersmitteilungen 1939 & 1940.  

q) 1067 - Kraftradmeldezug
The organizational strength data for this unit was found in T315 Roll 259 

Frame 143. A list of actual vehicles used in this unit was found in  “Besondere 

Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 Roll 424 frame 394011).   

r) 202 - leichte Infanteriekolonne (mot)
The organizational strength data for this unit was found in T78 Roll 

659 Frame 575.  A list of actual vehicles used in this unit was found in  “Be-

sondere Anlage 6 zum Mob. Plan (Heer)” (T78 Roll 424 frame 394011). 

Notes:  

In early 1939, Schutzenregiment 1 of the 1st Panzer Division placed a gepanzert Kom-

panie in its organization (no K.St.N. was issued at that time?).  An estimate of the organiza-
tion of this gepanzert Kompanie can be found in Book 1. 
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5) Afterword

These K.St.N.’s  were issued in 1937 and 1938.  They were used with changes that 

appeared in  “Allegemeinine Heersmitteilungen” until late 1940. 

  The following changes were also made after the Polish campaign and before the 

French campaign: 

An additional Bataillon was added to the Schützenregiment of the  1st , 2nd  , 

and 3rd Panzer Divisions. 

  A Brigade HQ (K.St.N. 54) and an additional Schützenregiment (33) was 

added to the 4th Panzer Division.  

A Brigade HQ (K.St.N. 54)  was added to the 5th Panzer Division. 

After the French Campaign a major change was made in the organization of the  

Schützenbrigades of the Panzer Divisions.   A standard organization was created for all the 

Panzer Divisions (See Book 2 and 3).  

6) Appendixes

Organizational Diagrams for Schützenbrigades 
(1937 -1939 K.St.N.s) 

The early war organization diagrams did not show the difference between motorized 

and gepanzert units.  The 1st Schützenregiment of the 1st Panzer Division  had one gepan-
zert Schützen Kompanie.
